
NCAC Women's Indoor Track & Field Championships For Immediate Release
DENISON WINS FIFTH NORTH COAST TITLE; March 10, 2003
BERNER, FEENEY, BROWN NAMED MVPs

GRANVILLE, Ohio -- Denison won five events and added six top-three finishes to claim the team title at the
2003 North Coast Athletic Conference Women's Indoor Track & Field Championships, which were held March
7-8 at Denison's Mitchell Recreation and Athletics Center.  The Big Red won their fifth NCAC title and fifth in
the past six years.

Denison totaled 143 points to outdistance the 2002 champion Allegheny by 14 points (129.).  The Gators won
four events and had four other top-three finishes. Oberlin, on the strength of eight top-three finishes, was third
with 105 points, followed by Wittenberg (73.5) in fourth and Ohio Wesleyan (57.0) in fifth. Earlham (35.0),
Wooster (34.0), Hiram (33.5) and Kenyon (14.0) took places six through nine.

Denison was led by Sprint/Hurdles MVP Jackie Berner (Fredonia, NY/Fredonia), who won the 200-meter
dash for the third consecutive season, and also took the 55-meter dash and anchored the winning 800-meter
relay.  Berner earned her second straight sprint MVP honor.  Sophomore 
Melanie Cluss (Uniontown, PA/Laura Highlands), who successfully defended her title in the 55-meter
hurdles, and senior Laura Finkes (Hebron, OH/Lakewood), who won the shot put after a runner-up finish a
season ago, were the Big Red's other individual champions.

Oberlin junior Laura Feeney (Stattsburg, NY/Roosevelt) was voted the Middle Distance/Distance MVP after
she anchored the Yeowomen's victorious distance medley relay.  Hiram senior Emma Brown (Gates Mills, OH/
Mayfield) won the long jump and defended her title in the high jump en route to earning her first Field MVP
recognition.

Berner and champion Jen Surace (Bethel Park, PA/Bethel Park) set a conference mark in the pole vault (10-
2). Berner also set an NCAC record in the 55 meters (7.28).  Oberlin's distance medley relay team set a mark
with a 12:54.43.
